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HOUSE C'TTEE ON TERTIARY EDUCATION

VISITS FUTMINNA

n view of the need to have first-hand information on

budget implementation in federal tertiary institutions

in the country, the House of Representatives
Committee on Tertiary Education and Services on
Tuesday, February 7, 2017 visited the Federal University
of Technology, Minna to ascertain the level of 2016
budget implementation.

Officers at the Council Chamber, Main Campus.

In his address during the interactive session, the
Chairman of the Committee, Hon. Aminu Suleiman said
the purpose of the visit was to ascertain the level of the
2016 budget implementation and performance by the
University, adding that the visit was not geared at witch-
hunting the University.

Hon. Suleiman said the Committee opted for physical
visit rather than correspondence from both parties which
may not reflect the exact state of things in the
University, while noting that the Committee is ready to
support the University towards ensuring full
implementation of the budget.

The Chairman disclosed that the committee’s ongoing
tour of Federal universities across the country was part of
its oversight functions of tracking funds contained in the
2016 appropriation allocated to the universities towards
ensuring its compliance.

“"We need to re-focus our educational drive as its relates
to technical and entrepreneurial education in order to fast

-track development of the country,” he stated.

He commended the University Management for its
prudent utilisation of funds and urged the University to
continue to support manpower development of its staff.

Speaking earlier, the Vice-Chancellor, Prof. Akanji
expressed appreciation to the Committee members for
coming to the University to look at its financial books,
which he noted complied with International Accounting
Standards.

The VC said the University had attained a certain level of
financial accountability that is worthy of mention based
on the fact that all income and expenditure of the
University are always published on weekly basis in the
University Campus News for public scrutiny.

Prof. Akanji reiterated the University Management’'s
commitment to research and development, adding that
the University researchers have brought several honours
to the University.

The Committee members went through some financial
documents presented to them by the University and later
received the leadership of other federal institutions in the
state at the University’s Senate Chamber.

And just as the Children Government appointed the
University as Children Partner, it also appointed the Vice
Chancellor of the institution, Prof. Musbau Adewumi
Akanji, rwssms, ras, Children Peace Ambassador and Life
Patron, again making FUT, Minna and Prof. Akanji the
first to be so appointed.

Speaking during the presentation which took place at the
Senate Chamber, Main Campus on Friday, February 3,
2017, Child President of Nigeria, Miss Fatima Musa,
thanked the University for giving them the opportunity to
attend the 34th Founder’'s Day and 26th Convocation
Ceremony and for the opportunity given to her Vice-
President, Nuraini Abdullahi Usman to present a paper at
the Convocation lecture.

The child-president expressed her appreciation on what
they saw at the Convocation exhibition and made a vow
that children of Nigeria will not allow it to go as mere
exhibition, recalling that a Nigerian invented an electric
yam pounder but because of lack support, he took it to
China and now Nigeria is the highest importer of electric
yam pounder.

She stated her determination to partner with the
University to build the first technological play station.

Her words: “We will raise money for our project during
the children’s day and you will give us land to lay the
foundation for the facility and every year, children from

across the nation will come together during a long
vacation to rub minds with professors and get exposed to
technology.”

She disclosed that the Children Government is going to
organise the biggest children conference in the world
where children will come from all the 36 states, including
the Federal Capital Territory, as well as parents, and
professors.

“But on that day, no adult will speak. We will address the
problems of Nigeria from the beginning to the end. We
will produce a development master plan and handover to
adults for implementation,” she added.

Responding, the Vice Chancellor assured the Child
President that FUT, Minna will do everything possible to
encourage the Children Government to carry out its
projects.

Prof. Akanji who expressed gratitude for the honours
given to the University and to the Department of
Mechanical Engineering said “We are now happy you
know the value of education and we now know there is
hope for Nigeria. Children are the leaders of tomorrow
and it means that if we destroy this country, children will
be affected the most.”
