people. The level of motivation depends on the perceived need-based
programmes and sustained community interest in the development
programmes. Motivation results from various supports which are built
into the development programmes and for the development
programmes such as support from traditional value systems,
leadership of community, experts and change agents. The greatest
support for sustained motivation comes from within the community.
This can be achieved by “minimum critical concentration of efforts”
which suggests training enough people in the community so that they
can support each other and keep the motivation alive (Kumar, 2011).

Collect and exchange information among all those concerned In
planning a development nitiative with the aim of reaching a
consensus on the development problems being faced and the
options for their solution.

Mobilise people for development action and to assist in solving
problems and misunderstandings  that may arise  during
development plan implementation.

« Enhance the pedagogical and communication  skills of
development agents (at all levels) so that they may have a more
effective dialogue with their audience.

Apply communication technology to training and extension
programmes, particularly a at the grassroots level, in order to
improve their quality and impact (FAO, 20006).

Tools for communication for development

issues of development that affect rural people (UNCEF, 2012).
